Corpus Christi

this year on June 11th. Corpus Christi translated
from the Latin means:” The Body of Christ.” In re-
ality it is the celebration of The Body and Blood of
Christ.

Corpus Christi Procession which demonstrates our
belief in Jesus’ real presence in the Eucharist, after
the priest consecrates the bread and wine. The pro-
cession will take place on the outside of the Church,
in which three Altars will be visited with benedic-
tion at each Altar. Solemn Benediction will take
place at the main Altar in the Church.

Corpus Christi processions began in Rome in the
1500’s with St. Philip Neri processing the Blessed
Sacrament through its streets on the Feast of Corpus
Christi. Soon this caught the attention of all the
countries of Europe.
