The entire parish provides support and
resources, particularly in initiatives like the
Midnight Run, where parishioners stock
up on food items for distribution, and the
Angel Tree, which collects Christmas gifts
each year.

“I like to serve,” Hamilton says. “Since I've
been involved, I've gotten very close to
some of the people we work with, and no
matter what we do, they’re always grateful”
Father Dmytryszyn praised the parish for
its generosity and said the work of the
committee is fundamental to the Church’s
mission,

“It allows us to witness to the words and
actions of Christ,” he says. “As a Catholic
faith community, responding to what the
Lord asks us to do is pivotal. It's never an
option to extend the love of Christ. The
parish is more than just a fellowship of our
common faith; it’s an active participant in
the faith, proclaiming Jesus Christ
instilling that faith in everyone and giving
hope to everyone, and sharing the charity
of Christ with everyone.”
